coming to an end and teachers and students will soon begin to review concepts taught 
and prepare for the end of semester final and Provincial exams. Exam week will be 
January 23

rd
 to January 26

th
. The exam schedule can be found on our website. Please 

note that January 27
th
 is a Non-Instructional day.  

 
Semester 1 exams are just around the corner and of course these exams are very 
important. School based final exams are worth 20% of the grade for the course. Provincial 
exams are worth 40% of the final grade for grade 12 students and 20% of the final grade 
for grades 10 and 11.  
 
We encourage our students to complete all assignments, take relevant and meaningful 
notes and begin studying in preparation for final and Provincial exams. These exams will 
determine which post secondary school and program our senior students may enter and 
which scholarships and bursaries they may win. Simply by achieving 86% or higher on 3 or 
more Provincial exams students will receive a $1000.00 scholarship from the Ministry of 
Education. The District scholarship booklets will soon be out and we encourage our grade 
12 students to review these with their parents and consider applying for the multiple 
bursaries available. These will come out in the first week of February. Drop by the 
counseling center to pick these up.

In order to maintain a quiet environment for successful exam completion, we are asking our 
students to leave the school upon completion of their exams. Bus students and/or students waiting for a later exam will be permitted to 
stay in the library and other designated areas. The cafeteria will not be operating during exam week.  
 
Finally, semester 2 begins January 30

th
. Students have been given their schedules at the beginning of the year. Due to a tight schedule and 

balancing of classes, we will not consider course changes other than for academic requirements. Students and parents should set up an

1. University Entrance:  

¶ Application deadlines vary at each university/college  
o UFV & UBC - January 31

st
 

o SFU & UVIC ς February 28
th

 

¶ Most universities require 4 Grade 12 approved courses (formerly known as provincially examinable courses) 

¶ Many universities are following a broad-based admission process  

¶ Students should ensure that they meet entrance requirements for their chosen program.  Academic Advisors are available at 
each post-secondary institution to answer questions 

 
2. Post-Secondary Institution (PSI) Selection Form: 

¶ The PSI allows post-secondary institutions to access student final grades 

¶ Students must complete the PSI by April 30
th
, 2011 to be considered for early admission 

¶ The final deadline for completing the PSI is June 20
th

3. Scholarships/Bursaries/Awards: 

¶ Abbotsford Community Foundation Scholarships   
o Numerous awards from various organizations are available for students to apply for 
o Application process begins in early February 
o Awards are handed out at Convocation 

¶  Provincial Exam Scholarship Program 
o Students are eligible to receive $1000 - $2500 based on their provincial exam results in their 5 examinable courses 

(English 10, Science 10, Math 10, Social Studies 11 and English 12) 
o bŜŜŘ ŀ ά.έ ƻǊ ōŜtter in English 12 and 86% or higher in the other 4 examinable courses 

¶ Private Scholarship Opportunities 
o There are many other opportunities to apply for scholarships 
o Check the scholarship binder in Counselling Centre 

 
4. Transcript Verification Reports: 

¶ Students need to have 80 credits to graduate 

¶ They must have 4 Grade 12 courses including English 12 or Communications 12 

¶ All mandatory courses must be completed 

¶ Grade 12 students had the opportunity to review and sign off on their TVR in November.  If your child has not done so please 
make sure they come visit us in counselling 

¶ Students are responsible to ensure they meet grad requirements
